- The Liberals went into opposition
i 1957 after 22 years in power. They
had in their ranks a number of former
Cabinet Ministers who had the oppor-
tunity to of fer informed and instruc-
tive ecriticism: who had the oppor-
tunity over the past four years o de-
vise detailed alternative policies to
those proclaimed by the government,

The Liberal leaders chose not to use
their opportunities in a serious or re-
sponsible manner. Instead, they chose
Lo offer negative and destructive crit-
cian, to ery gloom and doom for the
country, and to spend the rest of their
Ve fashioning new planks to fasten
‘n the =haky =tructure of the Libe "al
\Welfare State.

Liberal  irresponsibility has been
amply demonstrated in this campaign.
\While the Party spokesmen have gone
Jlout the country heaping eriticism

ceturned Lo power, to launch vastly
cxpensive new schemes for health and
elfare and capital programs. The

[t is a multer of record, however,
that the Conservalive government has
been remarkably successtul in fulfull-
ing the pledges it made at the last elec-
tion. Indeed, thix newspaper has felt
the government has been overly eager
in implementing promises.

This newspaper has not opposed
welfare prograins oy practical meas-
ures for soccial betterment, but we
have attempted consistently to impress
upon the politiciang and the public that
a1l such schemes have to he paid fov.
The Consgervative sovernment, we be-
lieve, went too fay, Loo fast redeems-
ing some of its pledges; it went heyond
the point at which the improvements
could be justified by the economic con-
dition of the country.

" The government’s mistakes, how-
ever, were the mistakes of a1 new and
inexperienced administration, and
they do not overshadow Four years of
constructive achievement, We need to
mention, as examples of such achieve-
ment, only the South Saskatchewan
dam and irrigation scheme, which the
Liberals promised for many years but
never huilt: the development of north-
ern transportation Lo lay the ground-
work for important growth; and the
government’s treatment of the prov-
INCes,

ing pledpes—more faithfully than any
government sincee the turn of Lthe cen-
Lury — engenders confidence in the
Conseyrvative progeiom for the next
five yoears,

All Aboard

with G. E. MORTIMORE
The most famous vessel that

ever Ssailed out of a British
Columbia port was the clipper
ship Thermopylae.

There still are people alive
who remember her skimming
along with a cargo of rice
{rom' Rangoon for Victoria, her
sails full, her slim hull slic-
ing through the waves—one of
the most beautiful ships that
ever sailed the sea.

A plagque to her memory is
{o be placed soon on the wall .

of Victoria's Inner Harbor
Causeway by members of the
Thermopylae Club, an organ-
izntion of old salts and ship-
1overs. Along with this me-
morial will be plaques to 24
other ships that also sailed out
of Vietoria, a city that is 100
years old this year.

The Thermopylae was @
three-masted, full-rigged ship,
built in 1868 to carry tLea from
Cchina. She often raced across
the ocean against that olher
famous tea clipper, the Cully
Sark, which now lies high and
dry in a basin in London.

when the Lea trade became
Jess profitable the Thermopy -
lae’s owners switched her to
the Australian wool Lrade, but
she was too light for this kind
0Of cargo.

gShe became a rice  ship,
hringing rice from Burma L0
Vietoria for the Chinese who
had worked on the building of
railways.

The captain of the Empress
of India, & new 16-knot steam-
ship, reported that the Therm-
opylae kept pace wilh i, un-
der sail for two days.

After serving out of Victoria
1800-4, she was sold to fhre
Portuguese navy as i Lrain-
ing ship, converted to o Coal
harge, and finally sunk by
Portuguese navy gunfire 1In
1907, for tlarget practice.

Robert W. Reford, in The
Romance of the Thermopylae,
told this story:

oThe ‘Thermopylae cleared
Port Phillip Heads tAustraliao
in company with HHMS Chary-
bdis.

“Roth vessels crowded  on
<ail on the same course, hut
as soon as the Thermopyliv
had her canvas sel she drew
rapidly away from the warship,
in spite of the latter's efforts
to stay up with her.

“The captain of the Chary-

bdis could not restram his
admiration, and hoisted e

following signual as he rapidly
dropped astern:

“Goodhye, you are too much
for us. You are the finest mo-
del of a ship T ever saw. It
does my heart good Lo look at
