I would like to say how much

I appreciated your editorial re
housing April 25. This is the
first time I have ever written
to any newspaper, but I feel
s¢ strongly about the housing
situation here, or rather, lack
of it, I had to write this letter.

We have been here two years,

renting a small four wartime
house. Now this does not sound
too bad. In fact we were told
we were lucky to get it. But
we have four children, rang-

ing in age frcm five to 18 years
and we are really crowded, be-
sides having little privacy. The
oldest child has to sleep in the
living room,

I have npractically haunted
the real estate offices, trying
to get a larger house to rent,
but there is no hope. I realize
there must he many other fam-
ilies here in a similar situa-
tion. We own a home in the
south, but will nat be able to
buy one here for some time, so
must rent.

There are supposed to be
more apartments built, which
may help some people, hut
families with scveral children
need a house, preferably low
rent., Most apartments are one
or lwo bedrcom type, expen-
sive, and do not want more
than one child,

It would secem if this city is
to grow, there must be more
accommodation, as everyone
annol or does not eare Lo he
n homeowner, and it {8 very
depressing to live undevr
crowded conditions,

Most. people T have talked
Lo say yes, the housing situn-
tion is bad, hut unless person-
ally affected, do not realize,
They are not responsible for
housing in this city, But as vou
staled In your editorial, “il's
high time a specinl commission
was formed Lo give this matter
s concerted study, and come
up with something conerete.”

Although  we  would very
much like to stay here, we are
considering leaving., This clty
seems  presperous, and has o
ot to offer, hul lack of propor
housing s o vory serlous proh-
lom, ospeeinlly when you have
children,
