FRINCE RUPERT GETS SHOT IN THE ARM
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i The year of

FDITOR'S NOTE: — Prince Rupert re-
ceived a noteworthy shot in the arm pub-
licity-wise last week in a Victoria Daily
Colonist story by »n=2tdoors writer Alec Mer-
riman. Below is the greater portion of Mr.
Merriman's column concerning a trip to
Alaska through Prince Rupert.

This looks like the year of Alaska travel.
We are dreaming about half a dozen differ-

¢nt proposals

One is to drive to Prince Rupert, taking our

time so we see all the B.C. highlights along the
way ..

. the Fraser Canyon, Barkerville, Bow-
o Takes, Cariboo country, the fabulous High-
way 16 points including the Kispiox world re-
ccrd fishing river, Liakelse Hot Springs, the Ne-
chako. Francois Lake, the Morice River and the
fabulous Skeena. It is 508 miles from Vancouver
o Prince George and 488 miles along Highway
16 from Prince George to Prince Rupert.

At Prince Rupert we weuld board a plush
Alaska PFerry System ferry (the new shilps
cal carry 500 passengers and 108 cars) and
trave] through the beautiful inside passage to
Alaskan ports of Ketchikan, Wrangell, Peters-
hirg, Juneau, Skagway and Haines,

The 30-hour boat trip would cost $30 each
and $94.60 for the car.

From Haines we would drive the 159 scenic
miles through Alaska to the Yukon town of
Haines Junction and the Alaska Highway., 1t
is then more than 1,000 mileg of scenic driving
on mostly good gravel roads, we are told,
through the Yukon te Whitehorse and Watson
I ake, down Into B.C. to Fort Nelson, Fort St.
John, Dawson. Creek and on to Prince George
fcr the return to Vancouver and Victoria

This is the most ambitious of our proposals
and somehow we are a little dubious about
whether our window van could stand the trip.

would be to leave the van at Prince Rupert and
take the round trip on the Alaska Ferries which
would give us 60 hours of cruising in Alaska
Cost of boat travel would be about the

British Columkia Highway 16 and Cariboo areas
on a more leisurely bais. As an alternative to
driving and camping we have considered riding
the Pacific Great Eastern Railway to Prince
George and CNR to Prince Rupert.
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A third proposal is to see B.C. first and save
the Alaska cruise and camping trip for another
year. We would travel by Northland Navigation
from Vancouver to Prince Rupert through the
B.C. inside route stopping at Beaver Cove, Alert
Bay, Port Hardy, Namu, Bella Coola, Ocean
Falls, Bella Bella, Klemtu and Butedale and
cn nerth to the Nass River, Alice Arm and
Stewart. This would give us three days aboard
ship at about $66 a person and $50 for the car.
We would then drive from Prince Rupert to
vVancouver.

Only trouble is that we feel we may be plan-
ning this vrip from an out-dated folder. We will
have to check to see if it is still available.

The full inside passage cruises from Vancou-
ber to Skagway and return, taking from seven
to nine days, sounds like the best rest of all,
although a little more expensive than we think
we can afford.

The CPR's newly-renovated Princess Pat-
ricia starts the Alaska run June 1 with de-luxe
7Tla-day cruises at $250 a person round trip.

The CNR will have two cruise ships on the
Alaska run this year.

Northland Navigatien will run an Alaskan
cruise every week at $210 a round trip.

Alaska Cruises Inc. will offer cruises every
four dayy starting May 2 at $225 round trip.
