'I'HT] AVERAGE CITIZEN may well be disturbed
and confused by the international happenings

of the past few weeks For all our generous
concept of a world of nations united for peace, we
seem to be facing a situation where nations once
united In a supreme cause seem to be tempting one
another to war.

This impression quite naturally ariges from the
stormy sessions of the United Nations Assembly,
and particularly over the fiery outburst of Deputy
Forelgn Minister Andrel Vishinsky of Russia. To
many people these words seemed a definite ehal-
lenge.

What this assumption overlooks, however, is
that the hot words are now being said in public,
where once they were said behind closed doors.
They are being said to millions of people of various
characters and temperaments, instead of to one or
two men versed in all the devious ways of diplo-
Perhaps one of the results of this obviously
carefully-planned attack was to have the very ef-
leet that 1t did have, to startle the world into ques-
ttoning how much the rattled sabre actually por-
tended, and so to make 1ts nations more amenable
to Russian demands. Perhaps it was also to build
up 1 the Russian people the sense of contention
abiroad, the suggestion that they were surrounded
by uniriedhiness. That had been effective propa-
panda 1n the case of Germany, and might be equal-
ly effective in keeping the Russian people at a high
fervor and working under that demanding influ-
CHee.
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The general feeling that Russia is deliberately
using these open discussions not to inform her own
people, but actually to misinform them, or at least
to lead them to misinform themselves, has raised
the question as to the actual value of these open
debates. Years ago Arthur Balfour protested such
& course Just as a good many persons have been
moved to protest today. “How,” he demanded, “is
the task of the peacemaker to be pursued if you
are to shout your grievances from the housetops,
whenever they occur? The only result is that you
emnitter public feeling, that the differences attain
a magnitude they ought never to be allowed to an-
proaeh, that newspapers agitate themselves, that
the porliaments . . . have their passions set on fire.
and great crises arise which may end . .". in inter-
national catastrophe.”

T'hat might have been the areument in the pres-
ent case and, In a sense, it is all true. But what is
also true is that the seeret diplomacy of another
day didn’t spare the world from any calamity. Sec-
ret dinlomaey didn't fail to provide certain reasons
tor World War I, and did not protect us against it.
The League of Nations did not save us from World
War II. At least the people of the world are now
being faced with the definite issues. There will be
no war with which the people as a whole, at least
in democratic countries, are not in accord. For all
the dangers that are obvious in this open discus-
“lon of facts. there is no tendency to turn awav
Woodrow Wilson's “open covenants.” There
“ome suggestion that the “openly arrived at.”
phrase that completes it might be subordinated, to
brevent the Assembly being used as a sounding-
1~:r:n';l tor nropaganda rather than discussion. But
that would merelv mean that the negotiations lead-
me up to the policies affecting nations might he
r-t_rm]llvlwl In reasonahle secreey, but that the noli-
cies, once formulated, should be open to the widest
possible discussion.
