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PROPOSED NEW INCOME TAX

There have been a good many protests against income
tax, especially against the overlapping of federal and pro-
vincial taxes along with sales or turnover taxes, but it re-
mains for the Union of Municipalities to vote for an in-
crease. This tax will evidently add another burden to the
cities over and above the burdens already carried by them.

Today property owners in Prince Rupert pay a tax on
their land of appreximately 41 per cent. If there are
rentals derived from the land they also pay both federal
and provincial-taxes on those rentals. In addition, they
pay heavy inceme taxes and turnover tax. Land in the
country pays but one tax, for very few fanmers pay in-
come tax. They do not keep separate accounts of their
income and household expenditures, for they are inextric-
ably involved. The result is that the city people pay most
of the taxes. Now it is proposed to add to the city taxes
through the provinecial income tax in order to still further
relieve the land which is outside of city administration.

We are inclined to think that the eity people are al-
ready overburdened and any proposai to increase that
burden should be resented.

While we believe in the income tax as a correct method
of collecting revenue, we believe all should pay a fair share
of the taxes. If incomes are to be.taxed to such an extent
that it becomes an unbearable burden, what is the use of
trying to get ahead? There are other countries where it
Is possidle to keep at least a fair share of what 1s earned.

Farmers must learn to deal with merchants in a busi-
nesslike wayv and merchants must learn not to take advan-
tage of farmers who trust them. There should be some
way of establishing a feeling of confidence so that busi-
ness may be carrvied on without frietion.
