Korean War
Very Costly

Has So Far Set United States
Back Five Billion Dollars

WASHINGTON. D.C. (CP)—Con-
gress received an unofficial esti-

mate today that the  war in
Korea already has cost the
United States $5,000,000,000.

The estimate came from Rep-
resentative ¢George Mahon (De-
mocrat, Texas) as the House of
Representatives started debate
on the record peacetime $59.062,-
402,890 military bpuaget.

The pending bill dees not in-
clude the cost of the Korean
campaign for this fiscal vear, an
additional measure being plan-
ned to finance that.

GRAND FORKS. — The small
community of Fife, with the
homes of 1;3 employees of the
Canadian acific Railway, 1is
threatened bv a raging forest
fire which is taxing the efforts
of fire fighters to control.
