garine and 14 c¢. water; simmer 5
mins., then stir in 1 tsp. vanilla;

keep hot over boiling water — if
syrup becomes too sugary, stir in
a litde boiling water and heat

to boiling point. Yield — 3 dozen
doughnuts,

Note: Dough may be cul with an

orthodox doughnut cutter; fry the
