A good many people seem to doubt if television is really
eome and come to stay, but it has. The only question now
seems to be where it will be allowed to operate and to what
extent. Before these matters are finally decided and be-
fore a reasenably priced receiver is put on the market, a
number of years may possibly elapse.

There are at presept 29 experimental stations more or
less in operation, but so far the Radio Commission refuses
to grant regular broadcasting licenses to any, claiming
that visual radio is yet in a state of flux. The fact that
the broadcasting band is ten times as wide as that for
sound only, makes it necessary to curtail the number of
licenses granted. Just now gn attempt is being made to
experiment- with very high frequency waves so as to pre-
vent interference with sound stations already operating

Among those who have been interviewed for television

'stations was JimmyMcLarnin, the boxer. People with
proper instruments who heard him speak also saw him
speak just as they would see the speakers in a theatre.

Most of the big concerns now engaged in broadcasting
are preparing to supplement their present hroadeasts just
as soon as the time is ripe for the change, which is likely
to take place rather suddenly and decompanied with con-
siderable ballyhoo.
