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Will Smelter Reopen?

It 1s understood that the Consolidated Mining and
Smelting Co. of Trail has under consideration the possi-
bility of reopening the Anyox smelter or constructing a
new smeiter, probably at Anyox. There was an inspection
of the Anyox plant made by officials of the company re-
cently and it was generally understood that this was for
the purpose of advising the company as to what action to
take. The rise in price of base metals, particularly copper,
has made it desirable for the company to produce as much
copper as possible in order to take advantage of market
conditions and it is known that there is still considerable
copper ore at Anyox that could be mined profitably at the
present price,

Should Anyox smelter reopen it would cater to the gen-
eral customs smelting on this coast and would also prob-
ably handle the concentrates coming from Big Missouri
and would be a great encouragement to mining on the
