Practically every country is en-
gaged today in a certain amount
of propaganda. Germany is ad-
vertising her tourist attractions
through the department hand-
ling the state railways and is
sending out propaganda in many
other wayvs, Japan is putting out
newspaper and other propaganda.
Italy is also sending out “infor-
mation” which is largely prop-
aganda, “Italy Today” tells
about the method of govern-
ment which has been adopted by
that country and which is now
in force. Under it all problems
of production and distribution
are regulated by the government
through the corporations. Pro-
ducers are brought within the
framework of the state, steering
a middle course between the un-
bridled individualism of the
nineteenth century and the
“deadening bureaucracy of the
collectivist state.” Social peace
is the aim as well as more and
bétter production. Disputes be-
tween capital and labor are set-
tled by due process of law just as
are disputes between individuals.
That is certainly a step ahead of
aur system under which groups
of individuals take the law into
their own hands and so do em-
