Northwestern for Fourteen

CHICAGOQO, Feb. 6: (CP)— Fred
Wesley Sargent headed the Chicago
and Northwesgern Rallway Com-
pany for 14 years. Until ill health
forced him to retire May 24, 1939, he
also served as president of the Chi-
cago, St. Paul, Minneapolis and
Omaha Rallway Company and as a
dgirector of the Continental Illinois
National Fank, one of the largest
[inancial Institutions in the coun-
try. the Illinoigs Bell Telephone
Company and several smaller rail-
road companies.

He found time as well for a wide
range of civic duties. These includ-
ed services as trustee for the Field
Museum of Natural History in Chi-
'ag0, Northwestern University, the
Rosenwald Museum of Science and
Industry, Lake Forest Academy and
Cornell College at Mount Vernon,
lowa.

Balances Budgets

In 1933, when the city of Chicago
and Cook county were struggling
with financial problems of increas-
Ing seriousness, he was chosen by a
committee of 100 business men to
direct a campaign to balance muni-
cipal budgets, Sargent and his fel-
low workers accomplished their pur-
pose.

A finished after-dinner speaker,
Sargent spent considerable time
traveling to address clubs, business
organizations and audiences at the
educational institutions in which he

was interested

Commercial groups often called
on him for hr:-lp and he was director
of the Chamber of Commerce of
the L':nfwfi States and the Illinois
Chamber of Commerce. He served
for sevel 11 vears as chalrman of the
\.I unt Rushmore Memorial Com-
mission formed to co-operate with
Gutzon Borglum on the huge presi-

AKron, Iowa, a Plymouth county

town founded by his father. Edgar
Wesley Sargent. As a boy he work-
ed In his father's flour and grist mill
and on the family's farms. His in-

Evanston home he maintained a
farm near Mount Vernon.
Alter being graduated from the

AKron public schools, Sargent stud-
led at the State University of South
Dakota and the law school of Iowa
State University. He earned a legal
degree In 1901 and started at once
0 practice law In Sioux City, Iowa.
A vear later he was married to Miss

Mary Minier of Flandreau. SD.
They had three children., Minier,
Haskell and Frederika, now Mrs.
Fred E. French.

In 1906 he was elected city at-

torney of Sioux City and re-elected
In 1908. Four years later he gave up
a rather lucrative practice to accept
a position as state attorney for the
Rock Island Railroad, with head-
quarters at Des Moines.

He remained there until 1920,
when he was invited to come to
Chicago as general solicitor for the
North Western. In 1924 he was
elected vice president and general
counsel and in 1925 he was chosen
to head the company and its sub-
sidiaries, comprising approximately
