‘date last year, thus leaving
than a millicn pounds below a year
ago. The American landings so far
this year have been 9,263,400 pounds
as compared with last year’'s 9,617,-
600 pounds while the Canadian
landings this season have reached
an aeggregate of 5,419,600 pounds
as against 6,183,219 pounds a year
ago at the same time. During the
past week the landings totalled
483,000 pounds consisting of 178,000
pounds Wmerican and 315,000
'pounds -Canadian ® fish. Lightness
of American landings is due tp the
fact that many of the large Ameri-
can vessels are running straight
(through to their home ports in Pu-
get Sound with final catches of the
season. Prices held at a good, steady
level during the week with high
price for American fish 12.5¢ and
'11.6¢c paid the Sentinel for 24,000
 pounds and the low 12.2¢ and 10.9c
received by the Bernice for 25,000
pounds. For Canadian fish the top
bid of the week was 13.2¢c and 11.2¢
