Every good garden should have
a cold frame, which can be used
throughout the year, to do things
ior which nothing else will serve
as well. If you lack one, the time
to build it is in the winter, so
1t will be ready to install as soon
as the eround thaws out in the
spring.

The illustration shows in detail |
how to make a small cold frame ;

of the standard size, 3 by 6 feet.
To double it, imake the end
boards six feet, instead of three,

- and use two sashes, separated by
. a bar.

Boards at least one inch thiek,
of some moisture resistant wood,
should be used, and the con-
struction should be solid. If you
have a sash of a different size,
it is all rieht to build the frame
to fit the sash.
