VICTORIA (By T. D. Pattullo)—It has been stated that
Imperial Oil Co. does not intend to embark on a program of
search for oil in British Columbia as it dees not like British
Columbia laws. Four years have passed since the exploration
by the province itself in Northern British Columbia ceased
and practically nothing has been done since.

It is true that some general exploration was made by
some oil interests but nothing tangible has resulted.

Most of the companies have large commitments else-
where and would appear to Le not anxious to enter the British
Columbia field so long as nobody else does.

It is time that action be taken. Now is the time to protect
the great possibilities of this northern field for the people of
the province by going back into determined action to develop
the territory governmentally. It can be done now without any
enroachment upon anyv other interests,

If it not done by the governmeni, what is likely teo
happen? First, there will be a demand to cancel the power
of governmental reservations under the present act and the
granting of concessions sufficiently attractive to induwee cap-
able concerns to become interested,
