Famous Span of Death Stands
But Nazis Razed 52 Others in

Duchy

Luxemburg had an underground
resistance movement against its
German conquerors, much as did
France, Belgium and Holland,
put its size and extent of its work

ance there was was divided
among rival groups, it's hard to

Some clayim the world famous
Bridge of Death, longest #tone
span In the world which spans
the lovely valley of the Petrusse
In the middle of the city of Lux-

emburg and from which many

Jews flung themselves when the
Germans occupled the country,
was saved only because resist-
ance workers foueht off the Ger-
mans. Some 952 other bridees
throughout the duchy were des-
troyed by the retreating Ger
mans.

Largest of the groups seems to
nave been the Luxemburg Pat-
riotic Leacgue, whose members
were all young people. Since the
!:h“r';.mu:l It has been absorbed
into "Union” a federation of all
resistance groups.

When Luxemburg bovs were
conserifted into the German
army, those who came home un-
der the pretence of leave were
helped escape into the counry’s
heavily wooded mountains by re-
sistance workers who provided
them with food and passports to
cross the border.

Others who escaped the army
formed themselves into small
pands of partisans who waeged
guerilla warfare aecainst the
Germans.

When an oeccasional Allied
plane was foreced down over Lux-
emburg, resistance workers help-
ed crew members to escape into
France and Belgium.
