Olof Hanson, M.P. for Skeena, admits for the
first time publicly his intention to retire from the
lll(*mh(*!'shi]l at the conclusion of the present term—
which probably means next year. Mr. Hanson's
friends had known for some time that he mmtended
to retire but there had been the hope that he might
reconsider and be a candidate again at the next elec-
tion. Of course, reconsideration is even now not be-
vond the realm of possibility but is extremely un-
likely.

Holder by many vears plurality of the record for
longevity of tenure as federal member for this dis-
triet, Mr. Hanson has been Skeena's representative
at Ottawa continuously for the fourteen vears since
the general election of 1930, Steady, industrious and
conscientious to the interests of his riding and his
constituents collectively and individually, Mr. Han-
son has become something of an epitome of good
service and 1t will be quite a task to have to cast
about to find a suceessor suitable and able to carry
on the work which to him and to us has become
rather an mstitution.

The next Parliament of Canada will, no doubt,
have the tasks and problems of the postwar recon-
struction period to face. We have considered the
magnitudinous job of the war Parliament the most
important that any Parliament in Canada’s history
to date has had to face. The postwar Parliament’s
position will be of an even more important bearing
on the destinv of the Dominion.

It will, therefore, he a serious husiness, this mat-
ter of Skeena riding settine itself about the makinge
of a new choice to sneceed Mr. Hanson. We the
voters of the "Eflilw will he w Ishine to see follow In
hiré l'nuhh-[lﬁ d Derson not ul:]\" (‘;l.;l;ll}lf* of m-;n'v:wm-
Ing the interests of this ridine bhut of annreciating
and dealing with national and international matters
which will command the qualities of statesmanship
from the members—each and everv one—of the next
‘arhament. So we are well justified in ureine upon
the people even at this early date the advisability of
considering the matiers with no little earnestness. Tt
I8 amportant that Skena and every other seat in Can-
ada should have a good and able member in the dem-
ocratic vet all powerful bodyv nolitic as constituted
by the Parliament of a nation which war has brought
to full stature in the communities of the world.

S0. In our anpreciation of Mr. Hanson and his
good works and in expressing a feeline of reoret
that he has evidentlv determined himself not to give
us another onnortunity of sendine him as our renre-
sentea've to Ottawa, we must conioin in our repeated
comment the sugeestion that the choosing of his
successor 18 a matter of importance not onlv to our
own community and riding but to the countrv as g
whole. About all of which we shall, no doubt. bhe
hearing considerable from now on.
