Red Cross announces that no Canadian prisoner
of war will suffer from inability of his relatives to
obtain suitable food items to include in the quarterly|
next-oi-kin parcel. It has instituted a new service|
Whi(fh not enly procures food articles often difficulj |
to obtain in retail stores, but also distributes them!
freely to next-of-kin.

Chocolate, concentrated coffee, chipped beef,
chewing gum, are all included in this stoek whieh is
held in the B.C. division warehouses in \'um'nuw'r;
and can be obtained by relatives through application |
to their local branche of the Red Cross Society. Othey
items stocked include dehydrated apples, carrots and
beans, onion salt, curry powder, oxo cubes, life savers
and peanut butter,

since the Red Cross does not sell anything, these |

are 1ssued on requisition from the braneh secretary.

In addition to food, the soeiety is prepared to

make available to those who reguire finanecial aid,
sweaters, socks, scarves, helmets, gloves, as well as
other articles of clothing or blankets. These must
also be obtained through the loeal branch of the or-
ganization.

It 1s stated from national headguarters that there
are no Canadian prisoners of war, detained by the
enemy for more than six months, who have not re-
celved at least one next-of-kin parveel. These go
through the censors at Ottawa, where they are ex-
amined and supplementary articles supplied by the
Canadian Red Cross where necessary. For the first
sIX months of this year, 7,196 such parcels went
through the Canadian post office, the Red Cross SUp-
plementing 333 at an average cost of $6.29.
