Russian Drive in Hungary . . .

The Russian crossing of the Danube
south of Bydapest opens up big possi-
bilities. Marshal Malinovsky has three
possible ways through which he can
develop his offensive:

He may drive up the right bank of
the river towards Budapest, in order to
enceircle the city from the south, in
conjunction with operations already
taking place towards the north.

He may move northwest towards
LLake Balaton and the Austrian fron-
tier,

He may prefer to drive due weost
across Drava in the direction of Zag-
reb,

In the case of the first two sugeest-
ed drives the going should be good he-
cause towards Budapest there would
be few natural features with which to
contend, and towards Austria because
it would run in with the general grain
of the country. The advantage of the
third course would be that eventually
the drive would link up with the Par-
tisans in Croatia and make the position
of the German Forces still remaining
In \u;_uSlcnld even more precarious,
The Russian bridgehead across the Sava
would furthermore be of considerable
assistance in this drive.

With three such attractive possi-
bilities, Marshal Malinovsky may pos-
sibly not be satisfied to attempt only
one.
