If you have children under 16 and if your income is under $3,000 a year, you will
benefit from Family Allowances. If you have not registered, and intend to do so, please
act at once! Family Allowances Registration forms have been mailed to every family.
They can be obtained at the nearest post ofhce or by writing to the Regional Director
of Family Allowances in the capital of your province.

FAMILY ALLOWANCES

AND

INCOME TAX

When the Family Allowances Act was passed, Parliament

approved the principle that there should be no duplica-
tion of benefits by way of Family Allowances and Income

Tax credits for the same child.

Family Allowances cheques will be paid in full every
month. But for the last six months of 1945 an adjust-
ment will be made to avoid duplication of benefits. The
table below shows the effect of this adjustment and will
enable taxpayers to determine the extent to which they
will benefit from Family Allowances.
