Stock Raisers of Lakes
Distriet Think Local
Abattoir Should Be Used

BURNS LAKE, July 11-A
gathering of local stockmen |
and farmers from the Lakes
Distiiet decided to protest
against the custom of ship-
ping the bulk of the local
beef cattle to Edmonton
where it is processed and re-
turned to Prince Rupert. In
former vears a large gquantity
of meat products was ship-
ped direet to Prince Rupeit
which is only twelve hours by
rail from the Burns Lake
ctockyvards. From Burns Lake
to Edmonton the stock is in
the cars for seventy-two hours.
The shrinkage is consider-
able and tuere 1s also the
added expense of returning
the processed beef. There is
believed here to he no reason
for this as the Prince Rupert
abattoir is quite capable of
handling the beef supply for
that city.
