bW ANY PROPHETS hold enough a
vear ago to predict for thig country the degree
of prosperity which it actually enjoyved In 1948—
.Rmear capacity production, nearly full employment,
.u*tnnl national income, record corporate earnings
*#d high profits, expanding capital investment. It
i true that the pitcure had its darker side. Price
increases continued throughout the most of the
vear so that part of the gain in personal income
was illusory. Yet even this trend apvears to have
been abating as the year ended, reflecting the tr end
ul supply to cateh up with demand in an inereasing
‘Bitmber of lines.

High taxes were another disturbing factor and
one which it ecan be hoped will not plague our
economy for too long. The contribution these taxes
have made to higher prices is apparent. Then the
internal situation, occasioning fears and doubts,
has had 1ts {lrm'{_*:-c:-;in; effect.

All these factors have not only dampened en-
thusiasm about last vear's prosperity but have en-

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The anticipated post-war re-
~cession has not yet materialized, perhaps because
‘the changeover from a seller's to a buver's market
has been fairly gradual and progressive and there
has been time for adjustment to be made. Further
thig trend has not yet hit some of the most il]‘ipnl'b
ant durable goods industries. The fact that there
18 still great backlog of demand for such products
as steel and low-priced automobiles encourages
confidence that the recession predicted first for
1847 and then for 1948 may not come in 1949 either
While businegs groups, union labor and farmers
have been able to raise their income as prices rose,
civil se rvants, office workers, pe nLioners andn non-
union laborers have fallen behind in the race
against living costs. The experiences of the '20's
showed how the general prosperity could be under-
mined if the purchasing power of any large group—
at that time it was the incbme of the farmers that
siffered—was seriously impaired. It is hard now
