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Federal payments have been twice increased
since 1945. The new pension basis is now increased
to $40.00 a month, (in B. C. $50.00 per month in total)
providing greater comfort and security for the aged

and blind.

In British Columbia, Old Age Pensions of $100
per month are paid to a marriea couple of pension-
able age. Supplementary income may be added to
provide an annual total of $1320.

In other words, the $100 pensior is equal to 3% of
$40,000 which the earning member of the family
would have had to save in his 4¢ working years at

$1000 per year.
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
