Whether or not the first five years
are the hardest, UN.'s record today shows
that since 24 October 1945, the world or-
ganization has weathered storms of inter-
national disagreement, It has successfully
initiated world-wide economic and social
programs and has scored political successes,
And on 24 October—United Nations Day—
it faces the future with five years of expe-
rience and an active spirit.

A symhol of the spirit of the United
Nations is its modern, glass, steel and
concrete permanert headquariers, which
towers over New York's East Side far
above the low structures of an earlier era.
Many units of the U.N. staff are already
