Another line of play would
be to lead to the gueen of dia-
monds at trick two, then ruffl
a club in dummy., Lead an-
other diamond to the jack and
ruff another club. Now he
could pick up - the trumps in
four leads and run three more
diamonds; This plan “would
bring in twelve tricks.

But wait. If neither opponent
had a singleton diamond there
was a g00a chance to take all the
tricks.
