Reproduced herewith are the two sides of
the “Bouquet” token, one of the earliest
coins issued by the Bank. The inter-

one side of the coin and French on the
other is significant of the mingling of
the two races in this country.

“Trade and Agriculture” indicates the
early connection of the Bank with both
