A perfunctory glance at the export figures
of Canada during the past year Jgives the
impression of a general downward trend.
Analysis shows, however, that the reverse is
true.

Due to conditions which no one can
control, the export of raw material, mainly

grain and grain products, shows a decrease
of $70,700,000.

But, on the other hand, exports of goods,
manufactured or partly manufactured, show
an increase of $46,500,000, which is at the
rate of 9.49.
