To Be Handled For Patterson
In Mill on Surf Point Mine

I. T. Patterson, well known pioneer Porcher Island
mining man, who is in town on business, authorized
the announcement today that he had made arrange-
ments with the Noah Timmins Corporation for the
milling of gold ore froi his Eddy Pass property on
Porcher Island in the mill which is being put into op-
eration by the Timmins interests on the adjoining
Surf Point mine. Mr. Patterson was the original
owner of the Surf Point mine which has been under
development since its plll‘t"l:tﬁv a few years ago by
Timmins. Handling some 25 tons of ore per day from
the Surf Point mine, the mill will be going into pro-
duction any day now,

The Ptld\ Pass mine will give two or three days’
work munthl\ to the Surf an[ mill, Mr. Patterson's
intention’ being to increase his crew to three or four
men as soon as some eighty tons of ore he now has
ready for milling 18 removed.
