Fascist Forces Continue Advance
On Capital-—Assistance From
Outside

Casualties Heavy

Loyalists Continue to Fall Back
And Capture of Maqueda
Expected

MADRID, Sept. 21:—General
Molo’s Fascist insurgent army
was reported last night to be
only thirty-five miles from Mad-
tid in the course of the final
phase of its vicltorious advance
on the Capital. The rebels have
completely surrounded Madrid
and expect to move in this week,
beginning the last push today.
Excavations are being dug with
a view to trench warfare in the
city.

Massed forces of the Spanish
gevernment failed today to halt
the drive of General Franco's in-
surgent army, menacing Madrid
along the main Maqueda high-
way. In four columns, the insur-
gents expected to seize Maqueda,
key point on the highway to the
capital, in a few days and then

march down the roadway to
Madrid.

Government defences were re-
inforced but were unable to hold
the lines against the mechanized
charges of the Fascists. Govern-
ment armies left the field lit-

tered with dead. as they fell back
on Maqueda for 4 last desperate
stand.

It was reported that Fascist
bombers had dropped leaflets
over Madrid, advising the city to
surrender to save bloodshed.

Government forces fired the
Alcazar at Toledo with gasoline
vesterday but it seemed to have
little effect. The most of the
1700 refugees who were inside the
ancient fortress late last week
when it was destroved by dyna-
miting are believed to have prac-
tically all perished. With the
Fascists failing to surrender,
shell fire was again being poured
into the ruins yesterday,
