OTTAWA. Jan. 11: (CP)—Con-
stitutional growth of Canada into
an autonomous state with unlimi-

ted powers of self-government
does not charnge statutory rela-
tionships between the Dominion

and the provinces, it was arguced
before the Supreme Court of Ca-
nada vesterday. Aime Geoffrion
K. C. of Montreal, counsel for tho
Dominion, advanced this conten-
tion during hearing of the courts
reference to determine whether
the Dominion still has power to
disallow or reserve provincial en-
actments for signification of the
Governor General's pleasure. The
reference resulted from the con-
tention of the government of ths
province of Alberta that such
powers no longer existed.

Geoffrion claimed that both res-
ervation and disallowance wer:
statutory powers of the Dominion
and could be abolished only by
satute.-Imperial conference resolu-
tions of 1926 made no differenc:
to Dominion-provincial relation-
ships.

Mr. Geoffrion said that a hunc-
red statutes had been previously
disallowed and every province had
been affected at least once. The
power of disallowance was last ex-
ercized in 1924.
