BANKS AND BANKING

English speaking people have more money in the
banks today than at any previous time in the history of
the world. That is one reason why the banks are safe insti-
tutions. So many people are interested in seeing that they
carry on without attaek from within or without. In a poor
country like Mexico, for instance, few of the people have
money in the banks so they do not care whether the banks
carry on or not.

The Federal Reserve Bank at New York has more de-
posits than other banks in the English speaking world and
next to 1t comes the Chase National Bank, National Citv
Bank and Guarantee Trust Companv. all of New York
I'1fth on the list is Midland Bank Ltd. of London, England
follower hy Barelay’s Pank and Llovd‘s Bank Ltd., of the
same city. Number eight on the list is Federal Reserve
Ponk of Chicago and next the Bank of Ameriea at San
Francisco.

The Bank of Montreal heads the Canadian banks, num-
ber seventeen on the list, closely followed by the Royal
Bank. The Bank of England is number twenty and the
Cana<'an Bank of Commerce number 31. The Co-opera-
tive Wholesale Society, of Manchester, England, which
does a large bhanking business, ranks number 35.
