Dutch Women Are Already Making
Plans to go Home

OTTAWA, June 17: (CP)--Neth-
erlands women refugees in Eng-
land, aided by their British friends,
How are getting ready to ineet, post-
war conditions and ptoblems by
collecting and preparing bales of
clothing to be taken to their home-
land the moment the countiry has
rezained its liberty from the Ger-
mal invader.

Fresh out from Britain where she

has been active in volunleer war
work the wife of Willemm van Tets,
the new secretary to the Princess

Juliana of the Netherlands, sees In
this task a practical plan of vital
importance in the future and one
which might be usefully extended.

Asked how it was that In view
of the elothing need for alr-rald
victims, it is still possible to bale
clothing for post-war needs, Mrs
van Tets explained that such vol-
untary collecting depends on in-
dividual donations. “There is al-
ways a shortage of some garments
and a surplus of others” she said.
“It is this surplus which is being
cathered and conserved out of all
the donations received from at
home and abroad.”

The moment the Europearn coun-
tries are released from the Nazi
voke there will be a tremendous
problem of feeding and clothing
she told the Canadian Press.

“Much of this clothing has beeén
used before, but it is clean, mend-
ed and sorted and can i1ill an ex-
tremely useful role at that mo-
ment.” The clothing is being pack-
ed into boxes and bales. It is plain-
ly marked on the outside, “suits for
boys, aged 4,” ‘“layettes,” “sweatl-
ers for 10-year-old girls” and so
forth so that it can be quickly and
easily distributed.

Shipments of clothing depend
upon space, but even if lhere IS
only a certain amount of space
available, clothing—especially used
clothing which is still wearable -
might be collected and similarly
saved, Mrs. van Tets suggested.

Describing the work being done
