PARIS—Plunging ahead through the Maginot Line, the
American Seventh Army is now only four and one half miles
from the German border in the French province of Alsace.
Their present positions are only fifteen miles from the greal
German city of Karlsruhe, Some advance units are reported
to be within two and one half miles of the German horder. In
the north. the German defences west of the Roer River have all
but collapsed. From all indications, the Germans are engaged
in withdrawing their main forces across the Roer River behind
Dueren and about twenty miles west of Cologne.
