| CHALLENGE TO PRESS

T THE RISK of the consequences that might
acerue from eomment upon a matter whieh

may not be considered at present sub judice,
the Toronto Globe and Mail editorializes strongly
on the incident of the government of Alberta charg-
‘ne the publishers of New Liberty Magazine with
~onspiracy to libel,” which trials are now in pro-
oress in Edmonton,

The Globe and Mail says in part:

“The man In the street not connected with the press may
ask why he should feel concerned if men charged with defam-
ation are put to inconvenience. Let them suffer, he may be
inclined to say. He should remember that one function of a
free press is to criticize public men and policies. This often
means hitting hard. It may involve calling a man a liar or
accusing him of incompetence or graft. The remedy for the
man attacked, if he wants to defend himself, is to lay a charge
of defamatory libel; and the court then decides whether the
critic was truthful to the best of his knowledge and acted in
good faith, without malice and with the public interest at
heart.

“No publigher or writer would deny that the press ought
to be subject to this echeck. A man who thinks he has been
wickedly attacked in print must have the right of asking for
redress and punishment of the offender. But in practice such
actions against newspapers and other publications may be
frivolous or vexatious. They may have no other object but
o anncoy, intimidate and, if possible, silence a public-spirited
Individual bent on exposing a public evil.

"“The law of Canada expressly recognizes that a publisher
or writer, if liable to be hauled all over the map to answer
libel eharges, could be subjected to intolerable irritation,
waste of time and money and (most serious of all) intimida-
tion. The law says in Séction 888 of the Criminal Code, that
any one accused of publishing defamatory libel shall be tried
in his home Province. Thé law has so stipulated for genera-
Lions.

by The mathod was to lay a charge which had never previously

i béen throught of in the whole history of Canada and possibly
of Britain, too, the source of our law. Alberta accuses Messrs.
Cooke and Dingman not with publishing defamatory libel,
but with conspiracy to publish it. So charged, they lose the
‘X ] modest protection of Section 888 and must go to Edmonton.
“It sometimes happens that a defending counsel finds a

legal technicality which saves his client, and no one blames
o the lawyer who does so. That the Crown, the prosecution,
¢§‘ should make use of legal flaws is unheard of and not to be
4 endured.
y “But the essential point is that the case of Messrs. Cooke
and Dingman is the case of all Canadians concerned in writ-
£t ing and publishing news or comment. If Alberta can flout
e the intent of the Criminal Code, so can other litigants with
“hy a motive for harassing, shutting up or impoverishing a pub-

| } licist they do not happen to like. This is a matter for action

i . by Parliament at its approaching session. A simple amend-
ment to Section 888 is all that is required and the organized
publishers and writers of Canada should be prompt to demand
it.”

law-abiding motorists and pedestrians from irresponsible drivers.

The right to own and drive a car is
money to make a down payment on
elementary knowledge of the law to s

agiven initially to anyone with sufficient
 car and sufficient driving ability and
cure a driver's license.

No driver is given the right to cause injury and damage to others without

penalty.

Under the provisions of the new law, if a motorist is involved in an acci-
dent of a nature serious enough to cause death or injury to any other
person, or to causé damage exceeding
prove his financial responsibility
be awarded by the Courts as redress for the injury or damage he has done
—then his car is impounded and he forfeits his right to drive,

and the motorist is unable to

his ability to pay whatever claims may

When the driving privileges of an irresponsible motorist are forfeited, the
law'works simply as a preventive measure—to secure the satety of possible
future victims of that motorist.

POLICE

The law bars no man from the roads until he shows himself unwilling to
accept his full responsibility as a motorist.
and insists that, as a condition of being permitted to operate a potentially-
dangerous piece of machinery, he safequard others from loss occasioned
by lack of ‘proper care on his part. |f he will not accept those responsi-
bilities, the law, in the interests of society, takes away his right to drive.

Where bodily injury, death or property
damage apparently exceeding $25 results
from an accident in which any motor vehicle

responsibility by producing to the author-
ities a certificate proving that he carries
standard public liability and property dam-
age insurance or that he has deposited with
the provincial Minister of Finance accept-
able security to a prescribed amount of not

less than $11,000.
